Ms Vanos, Ms Obryan and Ms Willsmore have been leading the professional development 

of programs in our school and we are very proud of the results 

 

“After the establishment of the Literacy committee in 2023, and with the interns continuing 

to work with the Centre for Excellence, Literacy at Rawlinson Primary School continued to 

be an area of focus throughout 2024. The English Curriculum Leader, interns and Literacy 

committee worked with staff to embed an evidence-based approach, aligned with the Science 

of Reading. Throughout 2023, the interns had worked with staff to build their knowledge of 

the Science of Reading and by 2024, staff were ready to implement the new initiatives. 

 

Goal: Our goal was to implement a consistent approach to the teaching of reading across 

our school. 

 

We set the goal to ensure that all students receive a cohesive and structured reading 

experience, regardless of the classroom they are in or the teacher they have. This goal was 

linked to our belief that a consistent approach would support student progress, ensure equal 

access to high-quality literacy instruction, and improve overall reading outcomes.”  Mrs

“MiniLit and MacqLit programs were introduced in 2024 to provide a connected and 

systematic way of supporting students who need extra help in reading. As intervention 

groups are taken by multiple staff members, a direct instruction program was selected as it 

would allow for consistency in the delivery of intervention while encouraging mastery of 

content and maximising the engagement and participation of students. 

 

Acadience was used as a universal screening tool to identify students below expected level in 

reading.  Further diagnostic testing was completed, and students were selected for 

intervention if they fell in the bottom 25% of the MultiLit WARL, WARN or WARP 

assessments. 

   

The progress of students in MiniLit and MacqLit groups was frequently monitored using the 

MiniLit WARL and WARN assessments or the MacqLit WARP assessment.”  Mrs Willsmore.

Head lice are tiny insect parasites that live on your head and feed on your scalp. Head 
lice are spread by head-to-head contact with another person who has head lice. This 
kind of contact includes doing group work, playing, or hugging.  

Tips for preventing head lice 

• Check your child’s hair regularly for head lice and eggs (‘nits’). Use a metal fine 
tooth ‘nit’ comb and plenty of hair conditioner applied to the dry hair, to make the 
task easier and more effective. To help children sit still for this, offer distracting 
activities, e.g. play a favourite video, provide games, iPad apps, offer a head 
massage.  

• Tie long hair back. Braid long hair and/or put it up if possible. 
• Consider applying hair gel or mousse. These do not prevent or repel lice but 

may help to keep stray hair strands from contact with other heads. 
• Avoid sharing combs or brushes. 
• Remind your child to avoid head-to-head contact with other children, e.g. when 

working at the computer with others, or when playing, or hugging.
